Transportation Ministry Procedures
Mission: Luke 14:23

"Then the master told his servant, 'Go out to the roads and country lanes and make them come in, so that my house will be full.”
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The Transportation Ministry provides transportation to church to those persons who want to attend worship at Mt. Zion and have no other means to get there.  To make effective use of our limited resources we are reminding everyone of our procedures.  
1. Mt. Zion Transportation Ministry picks up people living in Madison who have no other way (i.e. car, bus, walking, or carpooling) of getting to church for 10:45 am service. If you would like a ride call the church office (255-5270 ext. 30#) or email (transportation@mtzionmadison.com) by 10:00 pm Saturday.  Only people that have called or emailed the Transportation Ministry by the deadline will be able to receive a ride.   
2. If you have requested a ride and for any reason you are unable to attend service Sunday morning please call us to cancel your ride.  The Transportation Ministry reserves the right to refuse future rides upon failure to cancel prior to the driver leaving the church.    
3. Drivers will leave Mt. Zion at 9:00 am.  Persons requesting a ride should be ready to leave their homes by 9:30 am.  (This does not mean the driver will be at your house by 9:30, it means the driver could be at your house as early as 9:30.) Drivers cannot wait and cannot return to pick you up if you are not ready when the driver arrives.  
4. The vans leave immediately following the end of church service.  Please meet your driver at the van as soon as church service has ended.  

5. Drivers will pick you up and drop you off at the same location.
